Discuss/Act/Report on staff member’s attendance at land-related meetings/seminars.

Romportl reported on the Land Information Association Meeting that he attended on June 5 & 6 in Wausau regarding open records as they pertain to maps and GIS data and other land information activities.
Discuss/Act on Resolution(s) to sell to successful bidder(s) of the May 14th, 2008 tax delinquent land sales. 
Romportl had Desmond review the resolutions on the May 14th, 2008 tax delinquent land sales.  They need to be signed by the committee and then presented to the County Board for their approval.

Discuss/Act on current tax delinquent properties and preparation for future land sale.

He would like a deputy from the law enforcement agency to accompany him and also someone from the health department to determine if there are any health hazards.  Romportl also recommended we look into possible cleanup up of the properties based on the photos that were provided.  
Motion/Greb/O’Melia directing Romportl to contact the Solid Waste Administrator to see if they would be able to help with the cleanup of these properties.  All ayes.  

Motion/Greb/O’Melia directing Romportl to contact the Health Department and the Law Enforcement Agency to ask for assistance in accessing and inspecting the properties.  All ayes.  

Discuss/Act/Update on proposed Lake Nokomis Inland Lake Protection and Rehabilitation District.
Romportl informed the committee that the Land & Water Conservation Committee met and reviewed the preliminary results of the petition.  The petition did not have the required 51% by area or by signatures.  The Land & Water Conservation Dept. planned on submitting a written report to present at their June 24th Land & Water Conservation Committee meeting.  They will then have to present it to the County Board for further action. 
Discuss/Act/Update on Parcel Mapping Project, Contracting & Work Orders.
Romportl informed the committee that three more townships were sent to us for our review.  One township was sent back for edits. 
Discuss/Act on addressing work order with North Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission

Romportl informed the committee that we still have monies left from the E911 grant.  He would like to extend the work order with North Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission for addressing issues.

Motion/O’Melia/Wolk to authorize the Land Information Director to work with North Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission, as needed for the addressing issues and maps.  All ayes.
