Law Clerk / Court Commissioner wage Increase 

Honorable Judge Mangerson and Honorable Judge O’Meila requested approval for a $2.00 an hour raise for the Law Clerk/Court Commissioner position.   LRES Committee has authorized the creation of a second wage step for the current Law Clerk/Court Commissioner now in her second year in this position.  Discussion took place on redefining this position for the $2.00 an hour raise or $22.28 an hour, to take affect after any Law Clerk is in this position for one year.

Frank Greb, John Hoffman “aye” on voice vote. John Young – Opposed and Andy Smith – Abstained.  Motion 
defeated. (Per Corporation Counsel and County Clerk - Four members were present; a motion was made, seconded discussed and voted on.  The vote total: 2 aye; 1 opposed; 1 abstained. Motion failed; did not receive an affirmative vote of the majority of the members present.)  
6.  May 2008 Highway Fund Balances 
Nick Scholtes requested the May 2008 Highway Fund Balances be held for the July 28, 2008 Finance and Insurance Meeting.
