Call to Order.

Baier called meeting to order in accordance with the Open Meeting Law at 9:05 a.m., noting that the meeting notice had been properly posted and that the building and meeting room are handicap accessible.  All committee members were present at the meeting.  Staff members present were Romportl and Leighton. 
Approve Agenda/Minutes. 

Motion/Greb/Wolk approving today’s Land Records Committee agenda. All ayes.
Motion/Greb/O’Melia approving the minutes of June 11, 2008.  All ayes.

Discuss/Act/Report on staff member’s attendance at land-related meetings/seminars.

Romportl did not have anything to report.
Discuss/Act on tax delinquent properties for inclusion in next land sales and set or adjust the minimum bids along with setting date for such sale.  

Romportl informed the committee he met with the health department and law enforcement at the two houses the County acquired in June to assess their condition.  It was determined that the house in Woodruff (WR1421) required a restricted access and occupation notification due to mold in the house and no trespassing signs were posted.  Romportl met with Desmond and Conlon and Desmond indicated that statutorily the County is not required to expend any money for remediation.  The assessed value of this property is $77,000.00.  
The other house is on Curtis Lake, (MI 2129-11) in the Town of Minocqua.  The health department determined that the property was not considered a health hazard.  The assessed value of this property is $168,500.00.  Romportl recommended that we have the property cleaned of all debris.  The Solid Waste Administrator, Bart Sexton, has given Romportl a proposal of approximately $2,000.00 not including dumpster charges.  He figures it will take his workers two days to complete the cleanup.
Romportl informed the committee that Metropolis Appraisal Group has scheduled appraisals for the two house properties (WR 1421 and MI 2129-11) for the week of July 21st and by ordinance we must offer those properties at the appraised value.
Motion/Wolk/Greb authorizing Romportl to have the Solid Waste Department cleanup the Curtis Lake Property for an amount not to exceed $2,500.00.  All ayes.

Romportl informed the committee that we have two vacant lots at 1343 N. Stevens Street in the City that are adjacent to one another and zoned R2.  One parcel is approximately 24’ x 149’ and the other is approximately 41’ x 149’.  Romportl recommends that we combine both parcels and offer for sale as one parcel.  
Motion/Wolk/Thompson authorizing Romportl to combine both parcels (RH 1764 and RH 1765) and offer the parcel for sale for a minimum bid of $4, 000.00.  All ayes.

Romportl informed the committee we have a vacant lot in the Town of Three Lakes, TL 1479.  The lot is approximately 60’ x 120’ and is zoned business.  After the County took title to this property, It was ordered that the existing building be demolished, an expense to the County of approximately $10,000.00.  The assessed value is $6,900.00.  
Motion/Thompson/Wolk authorizing Romportl to offer TL 1479 for sale at a minimum bid of $6,900.00.  All ayes.

Romportl informed the committee of two other properties. PL 422 is in the Town of Pine Lake and was considered a lake bed as part of a certified survey map review.  He recommended to not offer for sale at this time. The other property is in the Town of Pelican, PE 15-1.  It is land locked so it would only be of value to the abutting properties.  We just can’t give it to the neighboring property owners without the proper procedures being followed.  
Motion/Greb/Wolk to wait on the sale of these two properties (PE 15-1 & PL 422) until further investigation can be done.  All ayes.

Romportl informed the committee we have a vacant lot in the Town of Little Rice on the Rice River Flowage, LR 1215.  It is an upland parcel assessed for $12,000.00.  This property is very appealing as it is close to snowmobile and ATV trails and to the County Forest.  
Motion/Thompson/Wolk to offer LR 1215 for sale for at a minimum bid amount of $18,000.00  All ayes.

Romportl went through his time schedule for getting the appraisals for the two houses, notifications published in the paper three times, notices to the Towns and holding at least two open houses.  Romportl recommended that the bid opening be to be at a special Land Records Meeting on September 16 since it is county board day and member will likely be in attendance. 
Motion/Wolk/Thompson approving the bid openings for September 16th at 1:00 p.m. as long as there are not unforeseen issues.  All ayes.

Discuss/Act on Land Corner Preservation fee structure
Romportl was asked by a few surveyors to review the existing fee schedule for corner preservation.  It hasn’t been changed since 2002.  With the miles that a surveyor travels and the price of gas, Romportl felt that it is justified to increase the fee.
Motion/Wolk/Greb to increase the fee for land corner preservation to $125.00.  All ayes.  

Discuss/Act/Update on Parcel Mapping Project, Contracting & Work Orders.
Romportl informed the committee that there are five townships in progress.  He had nothing more to report.
Discuss/Act/Update on County Work Plan for Register of Deeds

Leighton updated the committee on the situation with his deputy having to go back to her old job in social services twice a week.  He was told by the County Coordinator that starting next week it would only be one day a week.  Leighton agreed to this as long as it is only until August.  He would like this topic on the next agenda.
Review/Act on monthly bills, line item transfers, purchase orders, budget surveys/report, non-budgetary item requests and flex time:  a. Register of Deeds   b. Land Information

Motion/Greb/Wolk to approve the invoices as presented by the Register of Deeds.  All ayes.
Motion/Greb/Wolk to approve the invoices as presented by the Land Information Office.  All ayes.
