Oneida County Commission on Aging Meeting Minutes

Call to order:  Called to order by P. Wolk at 1:00 p.m. at the Oneida Co. Senior Center.  It was noted that the agenda was properly posted and the media notified.

Approval of Agenda for July 17, 2008:  Motion by B. Schell to approve the agenda and take items out of order if needed, second by J. Pederson.  Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes from June 19, 2008:  Motion by P. Peters to approve the minutes of the June 19, 2008 meeting, second by B. Schell, Motion carried.
Dates of Future Meeting:  The next meeting will be August 24th at Pier Willow, the bus will leave the Center at 10:45, Lunch at 12:00 and meeting at 12:45 p.m.  Those NOT taking the bus will be P. Peters, P. Wolk, and B. Schell.

Public Comments:  D. Jacobson read a letter of appreciation from H. Schwartz for the OCDOA holding their monthly meeting at the Lakeland Center in June.  Also read was a response from the Meals on Wheels Store in reference to D. Jacobson’s inquiry on the use of Bisphenol-A in the home delivered meal dishes.  The letter basically stated that despite the recent press on this chemical, the products have not been proven harmful but the dealer will monitor any further research on the issue and will pull products containing it if proven harmful.

Vouchers and Bills:  Motion by S. Paszak to approve all vouchers and bills as presented, second by P. Peters.  Motion carried.

Line Item Transfers:  None
Monthly Departmental Reports:  Motion by J. Pederson to approve the monthly departmental reports as presented, second by M. Meyer.  Motion carried.
Northern Area Agency on Aging:  B. Schell reviewed the written report.  On the national level there are over 5 million people that have not filed for the stimulus payment yet; most of which are seniors and veterans.  The deadline is October 15th.  On the state level, $600,000 from the Office of the Commissioner of Insurance for the Benefit Specialist program to cover through June 30, 2009.  The Alliance for Information and Referral Service (AIRS) will be holding their annual conference in Appleton on September 11th and 12th.  This is important for those wishing to become AIRS certified as they will also be giving the AIRS exam.  B. Schell also passed out copies from the NAAA Legislative/Advocacy Committee listing all the bills and updates of concern for the NAAA and also noted that a quicker response was received from phone calls than letters.  Also Robert Kellerman will be taking charge of newly merged AAAs in the new form - Greater Wisconsin Agency on Aging Resources (GWAAR) effective August 1st and this new organization is slated to be serving all the merged aging units starting in January of ’09.  Also reviewed was the CWAG ‘08 – ‘10 draft platform listing state priorities.

Lynn Papineau’s Catering Kitchen Tour

2008/2009 Contracts:  As the cost of gas has gone beyond what was anticipated and consequently trickled down to food costs as well, Lynn Papineau of Lynn’s Catering made an increase request to Lincoln and Forest Counties who have increased the price of their meals by 10¢ per meal and is now requesting an increase from Oneida County as well.  (There is a clause in the contract that in extenuating circumstances the caterer would be allowed to come back and present their case for a price alteration).  Lynn then passed out an explanation of her costs to support her request for a 10¢ increase per meal from Oneida Co increasing the cost from $3.37 to $3.47 per meal retroactive to May 1st through December 31st.  Motion by S. Paszak to grant Lynn’s Catering a 10¢ per meal increase from $3.37 to $3.47 retroactive from May through December 31st, second by B. Schell.  Motion carried.  Lynn is working with M. Boyer on the Menu to help control costs.  The 2009 meal costs will be discussed at the August COA meeting.  

Nutrition Survey Results:  Compiled results from 2 meal surveys were passed out.  About 35-40 surveys were handed out at the Sugar Camp Senior Resource Fair which was in part to help assess the need/want to serve meals there on a regular basis (Lynn catered in the Lunch), and the other was distributed to the home delivered meal recipients.  There were 159 surveys mailed out and 76 returned which is a 49.68 percent response.  Results reviewed.

LTE Positions and Wages:  A list of Oneida County Limited Term Employee Classifications was distributed (LTEs).  The three used by the Center are the Bus Driver (Sub), Nutrition Site Manager and Receptionist.  D. Jacobson proposed a wage separation for a Site Manger I and II.  A Site Manager I would entail more extensive time and duties such as preformed at Rhinelander and Lakeland versus a Site Manger II that only comes in for a few hours a couple times per week.  Upon further discussion it was suggested that D. Jacobson request 3 successive increases at 3 percent for the fore mentioned positions.

2009 Budget:  The ’09 budget projection was passed out. The funding for the Lakeland Retirement Foundation was reviewed and will again be submitted for the 2009 budget.  
Director’s Monthly Report:  Report reviewed.  M. Meyer suggested D. Jacobson make a presentation on TV 12 about the Farmers’ Market vouchers as 126 more packets were received this year than last. 

Out-of-County Travel:  A retro request was made for B. Schell and M. Martin to attend the NAAA meeting in Wausau June 24th and 25th.  M. Boyer and D. Jacobson to attend a Tri-County Transportation meeting in Mole Lake July 29th, D. Jacobson to attend an Aging Unit Directors Meeting on July 28th in Antigo.  Motion by C. White to approve out-of-county travel, second by J. Pederson. Motion carried.
