Upon completion of the hearing a briefing schedule was set as follows:  initial briefs due on July 14 with reply briefs due on August 8, 2008.  Arbitrator Flaten indicated a 30-day turn around for a decision.

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The committee reviewed a list of county positions that are funded by sources other than tax levy.  The consensus of the committee was to ask the department heads to address these positions during staffing requests and budget hearings for 2009.

Upon completion of this portion of the meeting, it is anticipated the Committee will return to open session to consider the remainder of the meeting agenda.  Roll call vote taken with all voting in the affirmative.  Motion carried.
