Law Clerk/Court Commissioner wage Increase  



The committee discussed the proposed wage adjustment for the Law Clerk/Court Commissioner 
position.  The committee was informed that the vote taken at its July 14th meeting to increase 
the wage scale had in fact failed as a majority of the members present had not voted for the 
increase.  Mr. Young told the committee that a contract between the Judges and the Law Clerk 
had been signed early in June.  “After the fact”, Judge Mangerson asked the Law Enforcement 
Committee to increase the wages for the position.  The Committee moved to approve the 
increase and forward the request to the LR/ES Committee.  The LR/ES Committee in turn, 
approved the increase and forwarded it to Finance for final approval.  Discussion continued on 
the timing of the wage increase request and the appropriateness of a 10% increase.

Enforcement Committee with the stipulation that the Law Enforcement Committee give 
direction and further consideration.

Waiver of Liability Insurance Requirements for State and Federal 
CONTRACTS DISCUSSION with Corporation Counsel 

Mr. Bruso and Mr. Desmond discussed with the committee the waiver of liability Insurance requirements for State and Federal Contracts for the Highway Department and the Committee’s 

approval of the wavier.  At this time, contracts go to Corporation Counsel and Wiese Risk Management before coming to the Finance Committee for approval. Committee discussed 

the elimination of their approval with the State and Federal Highway Contracts and consider Corporation Counsel’s and Wiese Risk Management approval only.
