Motion made by Hoffman, seconded by Pederson approve the minutes from the August 14. 2008 regular meeting.   Motion carried.
Outdoor Wood Burner resolution:  Revised ordinance reviewed.  Draft resolution discussed.  Discussion included community members which were present at meeting.  Resolution item will be forwarded to Corporation Council and County Board.  Motion made by Hoffman, seconded by Gudel to approve OWB ordinance as written and forward to County Board.
Child Death Review Team resolution: Child Death Review Team will not move forward at this time.  Linda had a meeting with Brian Desmond, Paul Spencer, Jeff Hoffman, and Dr. Wiegihaupt.  The Sheriff and Mr. Spencer don’t feel they can spare anybody to sit on the team at this time.  They are in support of the CDR team, but are unable to provide any staff or man power at this time to be a part of the team.  Discussion followed suggesting a volunteer from the Sheriff’s department to sit on the meeting.  Vilas County Coroner and other social service departments that participate on a CDR team were offered to be contacted for information of like disciplines but the CDR team wasn’t interested. Another option would be for another law enforcement agency to participate on the CDR team.  For discussion only, no action taken.
2009 Budget
:  Budget remains very similar to 2008.  Largest changes were no Pandemic funding of $9500.00 and increase in Tobacco by $10,000.00.  Motion made by Hoffman, seconded by Saari to approve 2009 Budget and to pass on to the finance committee.
2009 Pneumonia Fee: Motion made by Matteson, seconded by Sharon to approve increasing the pneumonia fee from $30.00 to $35.00.
Position vacancies update: Sanitarian Technician and Public Health Nurse positions are still vacant.  Will be re-advertising for both positions.  For discussion only, no action taken.   
National Public Health Performance Standards Program for accreditation:  Handouts given on the standards.  This is an accreditation program the state of Wisconsin is participating in.  Oneida County is one of 15 health departments chosen to participate in the accreditation program.  For discussion only, no action taken.




Monthly food license complaint summary:  Rhinelander resort- poor cabin conditions, Minocqua – resort/restaurant dog in food prep area and serving uncooked food, Three Rhinelander restaurants: 2 foodborne illness complaints and one hamburger tasted soapy, Miniocqua restaurant with restroom problem and Three Lakes resort with poor cabin conditions.
