Call to Order.

Motion/Greb/O’Melia approving today’s Land Records Committee agenda. All ayes.
At 1:03 p.m. a motion was made by Greb, seconded by O’Melia to recess until the County Board meeting adjourned.  All ayes.

At 1:20 p.m. a motion was made by Wolk, seconded by Thompson to reconvene the meeting.  All ayes.

Opening of September 16, 2008 tax delinquent land sale bids and discuss/act on bids.  

Romportl reported that the land sale notices were properly published and notices were also sent to all the towns.  The sealed bids came into the County Clerk’s office to be held until the bid opening. 
Romportl opened each sealed bid as follows:

Bid #2 – LR 1215 – Woodsmoke Dr. – in the amount of $22,907.00 (Daniel & Kathleen Bloss).

Bid #3 – TL 1479 – 6964 Forest St. in the amount of $9,411.00 (Richard & Joy Jacobson)
Motion/Greb/Wolk to accept all bids as presented and to proceed with procedures to complete the sale.  All ayes.

It is anticipated that the committee will go into closed session pursuant to Sec. 19.85(1)(g) of the Wisconsin Statutes for conferring with legal counsel concerning strategy to be adopted by the governmental body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved (tax delinquent land sale).  A roll call vote will be taken to enter into closed session.

Motion/Greb, second/Wolk to enter into closed session pursuant to Sec. 19.85(1)(g) of the Wisconsin Statutes for conferring with legal counsel concerning strategy to be adopted by the governmental body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved (tax delinquent land sale).  On roll call vote:  Baier, aye; Wolk, aye; Greb, aye; Thompson, aye & O’Melia, aye.  Motion passed with 5 ayes and 0 nays.  The committee entered into closed session.
Motion/O’Melia, second/Thompson to return to open session.  On roll call vote:  Wolk, aye; Greb, aye; Thompson, aye; O’Melia, aye; and Baier, aye.  Motion passed with 5 ayes and 0 nays.  The Committee returned to open session.

Motion/O’Melia/Greb authorizing the Land Information Director to contract with a surveyor to prepare a survey for the property located at 8686 Lynx Lane showing lot lines and any other pertinent information Romportl feels is necessary for the sale of the property.  All ayes.

Discuss/Act on action to take on unsold tax delinquent properties.
Motion/O’Melia/Greb to offer the property located at 7545 Forest Trail (WR 1421) at a minimum bid of $40,000.00.  All ayes.

The Committee set the date for the next bid opening for Thursday, November 13, 2008 at 9:00 a.m. which will also be the November Land Records Meeting since County Board will be meeting on Wednesday, November 12th.
Discuss/Act on 2009 Budget for Land Information
Baier recommended that Romportl review his job description due to the number of job duty changes and have it reviewed by LRES for possible reclassification which may affect the budget. After the last meeting, Romportl conferred with the Finance Director regarding the budget.  Sorensen advised Romportl to increase line item 521901 (other professional services) from $3,000 to $6,000 and decreasing line item 531901 (other supplies & expenses) from $3,000 to $1,000.  He indicated there are other departments that are involved with the process that also charge items to the account and certain items are charged against the parcel in the tax certificate account.
Motion/Greb/Wolk to decrease line item 531901 (other supplies & expenses) from $3,000 to $1,000 and increase line item 521901 (other professional services) from $3,000 to $6,000 for the land sales budget.  All ayes.

Motion/Greb/Wolk to decrease line item 531101 (postage and box rent) from $2,400 to $2,200 and decrease line item 522005 (telephone and fax) from $2,300 to $2,000 for the land information budget.  All ayes.

Discuss/Act on restrictions contained in deeds. 
Item was postponed until the next meeting.
