Oneida County Commission on Aging Meeting Minutes

September 18, 2008

Call to order:  Called to order by P. Wolk at 1:30 p.m. at the Oneida County Senior Center.  It was noted that the agenda was properly posted and the media notified.

Approval of Agenda for September 18, 2008:  Motion by M. Matteson to approve the agenda and take items out of order if needed, second by P. Peters.  Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes from August 21, 2008:  Motion by S. Paszak to approve the minutes of the August 21, 2008, second by C. Parker.  Motion carried.
John Potters, County Coordinator was introduced.

Dates of Future Meeting:  J. Potters explained that since January the monthly Department Head meeting has been scheduled on the third Thursday of each month at 2:00 p.m.. When J. Potters heard it conflicted with the COA meeting he suggested one other day/time to Department Heads, but it conflicted with several schedules. J. Potters sent a letter to P. Wolk requesting that the COA select a different day/time. Discussion followed, with no clear date solution. It was decided to table the discussion until the October meeting. The next meeting stands on October 16th at the Department on Aging at 1:30 p.m.

Public Comments:  P. Peters expressed her displeasure with the County Public Health Department for not allowing the Oneida Senior Center to sell homemade pies for the upcoming Courthouse Centennial Celebration. D. Jacobson explained that when Sue Hedberg inquired with Public Health Sanitarian about selling homemade pies he replied that any agency/club/etc... was allowed 3 food concession events per year without a license. Since the Oneida Senior Center has already surpassed 3 sales for 2008 he said he would waive the fee ($50 per event or $100 per year) if the Center agreed to sell store-bought pies at the centennial.  P. Peters felt the Sanitarian was wrong for not allowing the homemade pies for this special event. 

Vouchers and Bills:  Motion by M. Martin to approve all vouchers and bills as presented, second by C.Parker.  Motion carried.

Line Item Transfers:  None
Monthly Departmental Reports:  Motion by P. Peters to approve all departmental reports as presented, second by M. Meyer.  Motion carried.
Northern Area Agency on Aging:  Written report reviewed. M. Martin reported that CWAG is encouraging people to write the governor to push for more funding for the Benefit Specialist Program in the 2009-2010 state budget.  Update on the merging of the 4 AAA agencies into one Greater Wisconsin Agency on Aging Resources (GWAAR). The new Executive Director has been hired, but Field Staff like Sandy Martin will have to apply for jobs with the new agency.   Motion by P. Peters to approve the NAAA report as presented, second by C. White.  Motion carried.
Lakeland Senior Center Request:  A request was received on August 15th (after COA agenda already went out for the August meeting) from the Lakeland Senior Center for assistance in either repairing or replacing the double door commercial refrigerator that is used for the Senior Nutrition program. S. Schroeder was asked to leave the meeting and call H. Schwartz for more information. On her return, S. Schroeder reported that  H. Schwartz thought the unit was about 15 years old.  Motion was made by C. White to purchase a new refrigerator unit for up to $2,790 with the money coming out of Prior Year C1 restricted funds, second by J. Pederson.  Motion amended by C. White to add the stipulation that it stays with the Oneida County Senior Nutrition Program and must revert back to the possession of the Department on Aging  if at any point the Lakeland Center no longer facilitates the Senior Nutrition program, second by J. Pederson.  Motion carried.  D. Jacobson will send a letter to the Lakeland Center informing them of this decision.  C. Parker also suggested D. Jacobson use full names in the letter for the purpose of historical reference and cc to Dean Brandow.  D. Jacobson informed the group that all county equipment (such as this refrigerator) is labeled with a county inventory sticker.

Home Delivered Meals to Vilas Co. from Lakeland Sr. Center:  D. Jacobson informed the group that Vilas County residents receiving home delivered meals (only 6-8 per day) from the Lakeland Dining Site have always been the responsibility of Vilas County.  What has been discovered is, Lakeland has two meal routes they call “Vilas” and “Oneida”. The volunteer miles for the “Vilas” route have always been charged fully to Vilas County even though only 6-8 of the 15-20 meals being delivered are for Vilas residents. After discussions with the Vilas COA Director, D. Jacobson suggested using reciprocal agreements for these few Vilas county residents. The agreement means the neighboring county (Oneida in this case) virtually “adopts” another county’s resident (Vilas) to serve home delivered meals. These agreements are already used with Vilas, Langlade and Lincoln Counties when residents live closer to another county’s dinning site. Motion by M. Martin to approve the use of reciprocal agreements for Vilas County residents receiving home delivered meals from the Lakeland Senior Center effective January 1, 2009, second by S. Paszak.  Motion carried.

2009 Contracts:  D. Jacobson requested the appointment of a short-term Transportation Subcommittee to conduct a sealed bid process (required by WisDOT) for any agency receiving $10,000 or more in s.85.21 grant funding (currently Headwaters and Lakeland Sr. Ctr). P.Wolk asked for volunteers for this subcommittee. M. Martin, B. Schell and P. Wolk volunteered to serve.  Motion by C. Parker to approve the appointment of  B. Schell, P. Wolk and M. Martin to a Transportation Subcommittee, second by M. Matteson.  Motion carried.  

Human Service Center (HSC) Study  The study was reviewed with an hour-long presentation at the September County Board meeting.  The Finance Committee also presented three related Board Resolutions that were all passed. One of the resolutions was to,“…suspend the activities of the Department on Aging Building Committee until the County makes a determination with regards to continued participation in the tri-county HSC.” Several COA members expressed concern regarding this long delay in our building project. J. Potters responded to the questions.  D. Jacobson noted that although this delay is frustrating, in the long run it will insure that our new building will better serve the public’s needs especially as it will relate to the future Oneida County Aging and Disability Resource Center  (ADRC) designation that the Department on Aging is seeking. 

Intro to Family Care:  D. Jacobson gave a presentation on Family Care, the new long-term care program being rolled out in counties across the state (final completion state-wide projected by 2011).  Family Care will drastically reshape the county departments that deal with Developmentally Disabled clients (Human Service Center), frail elderly and physically disabled clients (Department of Social Services). Part of the HSC study is regarding the major changes coming for these two departments. D. Jacobson used the white board to draw a visual aid with a very basic overview of the two major components of Family Care: Aging and Disability Resource Centers (ADRCs) and Care Management Organizations (CMO) also called Managed Care Organization (MCO).  The Department on Aging would like to be designated the ADRC when Family Care starts in Oneida County. Future COA meetings will continue to educate members on the future impact to the Department on Aging and the older adults we serve. 

Director’s Monthly Report:  Report reviewed.   The Alive to Life brochure and the Alzheimer’s Memory Walk brochures were passed out and everyone was invited to attend. 
Out-of-County Travel:  D. Jacobson to attend an Aging Unit Directors meeting in Wisconsin Dells September 29th and 30th.  D. Jacobson, S. Piazza and J. George to attend the Aging and Disability Resource Center State Conference Paper Valley in Appleton on October 13th – 15th.  Motion by M. Martin to approve all out-of-county travel, second by S. Paszak .  Motion carried.

Topics for Future Agendas:  Report on HSC Workgroup and request Paul Spencer, Director of the Oneida County Department of Social Services (DSS) and Ann Cleereman, Director of the Tri-County Human Service Center come to a future COA meeting to inform/educate on how long-term care is administered by their departments under the current system, and how it will change under Family Care.
