Call to order:  Called to order by Vice Chairperson M. Martin 1:30 p.m. at the Oneida Senior Center.  It was noted that the agenda was properly posted and the media notified.

 

Approval of Agenda for April 17, 2008:  Motion by P. Peters to approve the agenda and take items out of order if needed, second by B. Schell.  Motion carried.
 

Approval of Minutes from March 20, 2008:  Motion by B. Schell to approve the minutes of the March 20, 2008 meeting, second by P. Wolk, P. Peters, abstained,  Motion carried.
 

Dates of Future Meetings:  May 15th at the Lakeland Center.  Meeting at 12:45 p.m. bus to leave the center at 11:15.  Tentatively, those not taking the bus are C. White, P. Peters, B. Schell, and P. Wolk.

Public Comment:  Chuck Wickman commented that holding the meeting at the Lakeland site was good for keeping communication open.

Vouchers and Bills:  Motion by P. Wolk to approve all vouchers and bills as presented, second by 
C. White.  Motion carried.

 

Line Item Transfers:  Line item transfer of $927 to apply a decreased amended balance to the 2008 budget.  Motion by B. Schell to approve the line item transfer of $927 second by S. Paszak.  Motion carried.
 

Monthly Reports:

 

Financial:  Report reviewed. To refresh returning COA members, lines 9 and 10 are restricted to capital expenses, Line 15; prior year DOT trust is designated for capital bus purchases or major repair of buses, and lines 17 and 31 can be allocated for the building fund.  The back of the financial sheet is all the expenditures broken down into our various program areas.

Transportation:  Report reviewed.  Bus rides for March were comparable to March of last year.  Escorts were only two less than last month but totaled almost 200 miles more.  We continue to reimburse volunteer drivers (escort and HDM) the allowed IRS reimbursement rate of 50.5¢ per mile; anything more would categorize them as livery drivers and that would impact their car insurance.

 

Nutrition:  Report reviewed.  Since Monico is now off the meal chart, deduct them from the total for this year on each month for accurate comparison.  The average meal donation has gone up from last year by 7¢.  A chart was distributed that showed statewide congregate and home delivered meals history. Home delivered meals served has exceeded on-site dining for several years and this trend will continue. 

NAAA Monthly Report: Report reviewed.  At the March 20th meeting in Minocqua, Richard Sicchio gave an update on the Task Force to reorganize 3 of Wisconsin’s Area Agencies on Aging into one organization.  (See handout).  B. Schell reviewed a monthly letter from the Task Force.  

 

Senior Center Advisory Committee:  Report reviewed.  The Center made $711 from their St. Patrick’s Day bake sale.  The annual rummage sale is scheduled to start April 18th. The annual senior volunteer banquet will be on Monday, May 19th at the Rhinelander Country Club. This banquet is for Department on Aging volunteers who have given at least 20 hours of service during 2007. We are again co-hosting this event with the Retired and Senior Volunteer Program (RSVP). Commission on Aging members are invited as guests representing our policy-making committee since they are not considered volunteers. 

 

Motion by C. White to approve the monthly reports as presented, second by J. Pederson.  Motion carried.
 

Department on Aging Building Committee:  The Finance Committee has commissioned a study of the Tri-County Human Service Center (on Timber Dr.). The study consultant, “The Management Group” (TMG), has reminded the Finance Committee that Wisconsin’s redesign of the long-term care system, Family Care, will greatly impact the Human Service Center, the Dept. of Social Services and the Department on Aging. The Finance Committee sent a memo to the Building Committee recommending that the building project be put on hold until the final report from TMG is received (early August). The Building Committee was only authorized for 6 months, which ended April 15th.  The current five-member Building Committee will cease to exist after this date and a new resolution will have to be brought to County Board to reauthorize a committee and reappoint, or appoint new members. 
 

Commission on Aging New Member Appointments:  C. Parker reviewed the Nominations Sub-Committee meeting to discuss the 10 candidates who submitted applications for the one vacancy. Maxine Meyer was selected by the sub-committee for her dedicated service as a volunteer and active member of the Senior Center Advisory Committee. It was also noted that Maxine has taken the time to attend several Building Committee meetings and is an effective advocate for the department, as demonstrated by her recent letter to the editor.  Motion by C. Parker to recommend Maxine Meyer’s name be forwarded to County Board for official appointment to the Commission on Aging, second by B.Schell, motion carried.    

Director’s Monthly Report:  Verbal Director’s report given.  D. Jacobson handed out the new Oneida County Senior Resource Directories of which there were over 7,000 copies printed.  All County Board Members, Town Chairs and Town Clerks will be sent a copy and additional ones are available throughout the year.

Recognition of Outgoing Members:  M. Martin presented Janice Miller a certificate of appreciation for her years of service on the Commission on Aging.  
 

Out-of-County Travel:  D. Jacobson and S. Piazza to attend the Wisconsin State Alzheimer’s Conference in Milwaukee, May 5-7. D. Jacobson to Washington D.C. to attend the 20th Annual Alzheimer’s Association Public Policy Forum May 11-14. D. Jacobson is President of the Board of Directors for the Greater Wisconsin Alzheimer’s Association Chapter; the Chapter will pay all of her expenses. Motion by C. White to approve the out-of-county travel, second by C. Parker, Motion carried.
