December 6, 2016

Meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Chairperson Bob Metropulos.

Motion by Ms. Jacobson/seconded by Ms. Zimmerman to approve today’s agenda.  Motion carried.

Motion by Ms. Holtz/seconded by Ms. Jacobson to approve minutes from August 30, 2016.  Motion carried.
Ms. Beth Hoerchler presented the 2016 Third Quarter COP Update Report.  There were 47 assessments and 41 plans completed as of 9/30/2016.  184 clients receive COP and waiver funding. 147 persons currently receive CIP II and COP-Waiver funding.  There were four clients on the service waiting list at this time (for CBRF services), but three of those have since come off the list as of today’s date.  Motion by Ms. Cox/seconded by Ms. Gresser to approve the 2016 Third Quarter COP Update Report as presented.  Motion carried.

Ms. Beth Hoerchler presented the 2016 Third Quarter COP Variance Report.  A total of 2 variances were granted for the third quarter period of 07/01/16-09/30/16.   There was none for the provision of community based COP services to participants currently residing in an institution, and two for the provision of services to persons receiving recuperative services in an institution.  Motion by Ms. Holtz/seconded by Ms. VonOepen to approve 2016 Third Quarter COP Variance Report as presented.  Motion carried.
Ms. Beth Hoerchler presented the 2016 Adult and Elders Referrals report.  42 referrals were received in the third quarter of 2016 as compared to 29 in 2015.  There was discussion on the amount of referrals that have just recently been coming into the agency as well as the severity of the referrals such as Chapter 55 clients.
Ms. Beth Hoerchler presented the 2015 MAPC report.  As of 9/30/16 the total costs of the MAPC funded CBRFs were $815,634.71 with $143,005.55 being received for MAPC, which leaves a net CBRF cost of $672,629.16.
Ms. Janell Schroeder from the ADRC of the Northwoods gave a presentation regarding Family Care.  The implementation date for Oneida County will be July 1, 2017.  She went over a synopsis of how the process of moving into Family Care model would be for a current customer.  There was some discussion regarding how this transition impacts new clients looking to sign up for services.  Janell indicated a waiting list would need to be implemented as the state has determined that the transition of current customers is the priority.  More will be discussed at future meetings regarding this issue.

Next meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, February 14, 2016 at 10:00 a.m. in the Oneida County Board Room, Courthouse.  Possible agenda items for next meeting include an update regarding the ADRC’s roll with Family Care.
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For Public Comments, Ms. Rueckert informed the group that today would be her last LTS Committee Meeting as she will be retiring.  The committee thanked Ann for her contributions over the years and wished her luck in her upcoming retirement.
Thank you to Janell Schroeder for your presentation on Family Care.

Motion by Ms. Jacobson/seconded by Ms. Holtz to adjourn meeting at 10:42 A.M.  Motion carried.
