Call to Order.

Discuss/Act/Report on staff member’s attendance at land-related meetings/seminars.

Romportl did not have anything to report.
Discuss/Act/Update on tax delinquent properties.  

Romportl informed the committee that the appraisal for 7545 Forest Trail came in at $65,000.00 and the appraisal for 8686 Lynx Lane came in at $194,000.00 and will be offered at those values.  The Committee reviewed a revised bid form that Romportl and Desmond developed to be used for land sales.

Discuss/Act/Update on Parcel Mapping Project, Contracting & Work Orders.

Romportl gave an update on the parcel mapping project which is on schedule.  

Discuss/Act on 2009 Budget requests for Land Information & Register of Deeds
Romportl requested an LTE for 600 hours to offset the additional work his office has with the land sales.

In October Romportl will evaluate the mapping situation and determine whether he would propose to have the mappers stay on a few more months to complete the project.  There were no building & grounds equipment requests from Register of Deeds or from Land Information Office.
Discuss/Act on possible statewide change for Register of Deeds recording fees.

Leighton informed the committee there is a proposal throughout the state to have a flat fee of $25.00 for recording fees.  This would help eliminate the confusion about how much to send in.  The current fee is $11 for first page and $2 for additional pages.  Leighton did a comparison of document and pages recorded and it appears the flat fee would generate more revenue for Oneida County.  He suggested we wait until the Wisconsin Counties Association reviews it and then draft a resolution supporting the proposed recording fees on the condition that the state does not get any additional funds.
Discuss/Act/Update on County Work Plan for Register of Deeds.
Jacobson and Leighton updated the committee on the status of their new employees.  They thought there should be a deadline on how long they are required to work at their old jobs.  

Motion/O’Melia/Wolk to discontinue the work share plan with Social Services and the Register of Deeds effective August 31, 2008 and authorizing Leighton to write a letter to Mr. Potters and Paul Spencer regarding this situation.  All ayes.
