5. Road striping bids opened at the last meeting were discussed.  A recommendation from Corporation 
Counsel was read and suggested not re-bidding the projects and to accept the low bid received by the 
contractors.  Motion:  Wolk/Paszak to accept the low bid from Century Fence for $69,068.95 for road 
striping of various roads in Oneida County.  All ayes.  Another bid was received from Fahrner Asphalt 
Sealers for $69,155.66.  

 

Stats 
for the purposes of (1) considering employment, promotion, compensation, or performance evaluation data 
of any public employee over which this body has jurisdiction or responsibility; (2) deliberate the county’s 
position in a matter relating to collective bargaining under subch. I, IV, or V, of ch. 111, Stats. when 
bargaining reasons require a closed session; (3) and consider financial, medical, social, or personal histories 
or disciplinary data of specific persons, preliminary consideration of specific personnel problems or the 
investigation of specific charges, which, if discussed in public would likely have an adverse effect on the 
reputation of the person referred to in such data.  Roll call vote taken to go into closed session.  All ayes.
